He was truly genuine andrighteous who loved God and loved man. He understood God
and understood man. He understood what man has to do for man, his brother. He
practiced what he understood and he preached what he practiced!

This is what made His Grace Mar Osthathios different and unparalleled from other leaders. He proved

many things possible in practical Christian life while many others fail to attempt. He pioneered
’Gospel Deeds’ along with ‘Gospel Words’ and he lived the Gospel! He never left any one ignored;
anyone whomet him was touched by the radiance of God’s love and he moved the minds of all!

Childhood and Education

His Grace Dr.Geevarghese Mar Osthathios (9 December 1918 — 16 February 2012) was born to Kochitty
and Mariamma of Munduvelil family atMavelikara. After having his early education at various schools,
he worked as a school master for two years. He obtained his B.D from Leonard Theological College,
Jabalpur; M A in Philosophy from the Drew University in America and S.T.M from Union Seminary,
Bangalore.

Priesthood

He received the order of priesthood from His Holiness Catholicos Baselios Geevarghese II, on 10th
May 1956. He was nominated to the post of Metropolitan by the Malankara Association which met at
Niranam on 2nd October 1974. Metropolitan Daniel Mar Philoxenos ordained him as a Ramban at
St. Mary's Cathedral Puthencavu. He was consecrated bishop by His Holiness Baselios Augen I,
Catholicos of the East on 16 February 1975 at Niranam ValiyaPalli. He was appointed as the Metropoli-
tan of the Niranam Diocese on 1 April 1975 and served the diocese till 2007.H. H. Baselios Didymus |
honored him with the title “SABHARATHNAM” in 2008.

Gospel and Philosophical Ventures

He founded St. Paul’s Wyoming Gospel Hall at Mavelikara in the year 1953 and St. Paul’s Suvisesha
Sangham in 1958.He was the member of Faith and Order Commission of the World Council of
Churches.

Sabharatnam Dr. Geevarghese Mar Osthathios Metropolitan (94) of the Indian Orthodox Church is
widely known in India and abroad as a prophet of social justice and as a propagator of the universal
religion of love. His passion for justice, equality, sharing and love is grounded on the Christian
doctrine of Holy Trinity. He has given a new approach to the Christian Theology based on the Indian
Philosophy and introduced the theory of “Atraita” to complement the theory of Advaita.

He was the President of the Malankara Orthodox Church Mission Board since 1979. He taught in the
Old Seminary for over 50 years.He was a renowned theologian, orator and writer. He has written
about 56 books of which 13 are in English. He has participated in so many national and international
conferences as a leader, preacher and a resource person.
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Mission Movements:

He is the founder of Mission Training Centre, Mavelikara which gives training to lay missionaries of
love and evangelism. He also started more than 40 humanitarian institutions, movements and
projects all over India for the poor and destitute people which include Marriage Assistance
Foundation, Sick Aid Foundation, Save A Heart Foundation, House Building Aid Fund, Mission Training
Centre, M.G.D Ashram &BalabhavanKarunagiri, St Paul’s Ashram Puthuppady, Haripad Mission
Centre, Mar Osthathios Sharing Trust (MOST)etc., and care homes for HIV positive patients and their
children, cancer patients, Homes for the children of Leprosy patients at Yacharam (Andhra Pradesh),
Pune and Itarsi (MP); orphanages and old age homes for men and women etc.

The great son of the Malankara Orthodox Church, the 20th century prophet of God’s love and social
justice, a born missionary and a pioneer of mission movements in the Church, Mar Osthathios entered
into eternal rest on the 16th February 2012 and buried atSt. Paul’s Mission Training
Centre,Mavelikkara. He always prayed. “Thy Kingdom come!”

Mar Osthathios and our Cathedral:

1959: A Prayer Group of Orthodox members was started by Rev. Fr. M. V George (Currently His Grace
Geevarghese Mar Osthathios) during his first visit to Bahrain and gave guidance and advices to the
congregation to form a parish.(Extract from the history of the Cathedral)

His grace has visited and blessed our church later on many occasions. In 1971 he led the parish conven-
tion and later visited in the year 1981. During his visitto the parish in the year 1986 his grace initiated
forming a unit of St. Paul’s Suvisesha Sangham which celebrated its Silver Jubilee last year. Finally his
grace visited our church in the year 2005 at the age of 87. His grace returned from here with delightful
memories.

It was anexceptional opportunity for the members of our Cathedral who attended the special event
on 31st July 2010 at St. Paul’s Mission Training Centre Mavelikkara in honor of His Grace. The cathedral
also paid warm and respectful tributes in a very special way. Thirumeni was seen so blissful and
delighted on the occasion as it was very exceptional and uncommon for a parish to organize such an
exclusive event. We have fulfilled the teaching of our Lord to honor His anointed and shall we be
worthy to share the reward as He promised.

A Personal Note:

My family and | fondly cherish the ever memorable moments of blessings with the graceful presence
ofthis affectionate father, being the chief celebrant of the Holy Baptism of our kids Jyoti and Dyuti
and at the blessing of our house in Pune. At the time of blessing of our house his grace entrusted us
a target of making a home for a homeless brother. We wholeheartedly own the true spirit of his
grace’s message of love and sharing and work towards its fulfillment at the appropriate time.

The vision and life of the beloved thirumeni is a source of spiritual and moral inspiration and the
prayers of the righteous and saintly father a fortress to all of us.

May the name the Holy Trinity be glorified for evermore!
