Palm Sunday to Easter
...and on the third day This God of ours recovered from death in a way that changed everything.

HOLY WEEK in the Eastern Orthodox Church institutes the sanctity of the whole calendar year of the Church. Its center of
commemorations and inspiration is Easter, which is considered the "Feast of Feasts", wherein the glorified Resurrection of
Jesus Christ is celebrated. The entire Christian confession is contained in the words "CHRIST IS RISEN." The Resurrection of
Christ is the center of the celebrations of worship of God in the Orthodox Church.

The Passion Week, from the triumphant entrance of our Lord into Jerusalem until His Resurrection, contains a series of events in the life of Christ the Savior
linking prophecy with its fulfillment.

PALM SUNDAY: The Sunday before Easter is known as Palm Sunday, when Jesus rode triumphantly into Jerusalem. People gathered around Him, throwing
their garments along His path and waving palm branches and singing, "Hosanna! Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!" (Matthew 21:7-9).
Palm Sunday is the beginning of Holy Week.

PASSOVER: Passover is referred to the sacrifice of the lamb in Egypt when the people of Israel were slaves. They smeared the blood of the lamb on their
doorpost as a signal to God that He should "Pass over" their houses when He destroyed all the firstborn of Egypt (Ex. 12:13). Passover was observed on the
14th day of the first month with the service beginning in the evening (Lev. 23:6). It was on the evening of the day Israel left Eqypt. Passover commemorated
their departure from Egypt in haste. Unleavened bread was used in celebration because this showed that people had no time to put leaven in their bread
as they ate their final meals as slaves in Egypt. In the New Testament times, large numbers gathered in Jerusalem to observe the annual Passover. Jesus
was crucified in the city during one of these Passover celebrations. He and His disciples ate a Passover meal together on the eve of His death. Like the blood
of the lamb that saved the Hebrew people from destruction in Egypt, His blood, as the ultimate Passover sacrifice, redeems us from the power of sin and
death (1 Cor. 5:7).

GOOD FRIDAY or GREAT FRIDAY: Good Friday is a day of somber meditation, commemorates Jesus' trial, crucifixion, and death (Matthew 26:57-27:66).
Jesus was nailed to a cross with nails drove through His hands and feet. It was a slow and painful death. Jesus hung there helplessly for a long time as the
hot sun beat down on His body. Gradually He weakened, His body tortured by muscles cramps, hunger and thirst. We should think of Him hanging there for
you and me. Do you really know what He did for you and me? He died for you and for me...

HOLY SATURDAY: In the Orthodox Church, this day, known as holy and great Saturday, is also called The Great Sabbath since it is on this day that Christ
"rested" physically in the tomb. But it is also believed that it was on this day he performed in spirit the harrowing of Hades and raised up from death those
who had been held captive there. The term harrowing of Hell refers not merely to the idea that Christ descended into Hell, as in the Creed, but to the rich
tradition that developed later, asserting that he triumphed over sin and death, releasing Hell's captives, particularly Adam and Eve, and the righteous men
and women of Old Testament times. (1 Peter 3:19-20 says that Jesus "went and made a proclamation to the spirits in prison, who in former times did not
obey, when God waited patiently in the days of Noah....".1 Peter 4:6 says that the gospel was "proclaimed even to the dead. ..”). The Orthodox churches
contemplate the mystery of Jesus Christ's descent into Hades, the world of the dead. According to the story of Christ's death and resurrection, death is
defeated from within. It is the day of watchful expectation when mourning is transformed into joy. Holy Saturday is part of the Easter period observed by
both Orthodox and western churches alike.

EASTER: Easter is the festival of the Christian Church that commemorates the resurrection of Christ. It is celebrated on the first Sunday following the full
moon that occurs on or after March 21-or one week later if the full moon falls on Sunday. Easter was originally a pagan festival honoring Estore, a Teutonic
goddess of light and spring. As early as the eighth century, the word was used to designate the annual Christian celebration of the Resurrection of Christ.

He is Risen!!!! On the third day God raised Jesus from the dead. The resurrection is the point at which God's intentions for Jesus becomes clear (Rom. 1:4)
and believers are assured that Jesus is the Christ. God grants the power of resurrection to every human being so that he can prevail over evil within his
soul and the evil surrounding him. He grants us all the power to transform hatred and death into trust and love and life that was gifted to us through the

Resurrection.
